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Calls to Action for All SMASHED Screening Events 

The goal hosting a SMASHED screening is to foster positive change in individuals, families, schools and communities. To encourage thoughtful discussion, communities may choose to hold screenings for students only, students and parents together, or hold multiple screenings so that students can view it as a group first, and then with their parents later. Be aware that the discussions among students may change depending on whether they are talking with peers or adults.  At the end of the day, RADD encourages you to bring them all together so that youth may find its voice in addressing those issues that impact their lives.
Call to Action #1 for SCHOOLS: Show the film to as many students as possible and administer the short Pre-Screening and Post-Screening Tests so RADD may quantify the impact of presentations.  Schools that mail in Pre- and Post-Test results to NHTSA (see address in the Discussion Guide) and report on SMASHED-related activities conducted in their school may be eligible to receive rewards from RADD (see www.RADD.org for details).

Call to Action #2 for SCHOOLS & CHAPTERS: Visit the NOYS website (www.noys.org) and review the peer educator tools developed by youth to make ‘NOYS’ for positive change.  Host a discussion group, plan ahead to utilize teachable moments or raise your voices to opinion leaders by planning to conduct a Speak Out & Make NOYS session. 

Call to Action #3 for COMMUNITIES: Don’t leave the screening room without group consensus on at least one ACTION ITEM that will be undertaken in the community to address the problem.
