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Guidelines for Parent/Adult and Youth/Teen Media Outreach

· Assign media monitoring tasks to your coalition to follow coverage of teen driving, drinking and driving, teen safety and overall teen issues

· News

· Print, radio, TV, internet

· Entertainment

· Choose appropriate coalition members to respond with letters to the editor

· Parents

· Teachers

· Community leaders

· Students 

· Give the media positive stories on how the community is addressing teen driving issues

· Task Coalition members with keeping in touch with local media

· For interviews, prepare talking points

· For Adults

· You never think it is going to happen to your child…and there is no demographic shelter

· We must keep repeating the message, often and in a variety of ways until it penetrates…
· Parents have a tremendous role to play in teen driving safety by setting expectations, we are still the greatest influencers in our teens behavior

· All it takes is one bad decision…crashes aren’t accidents

· We need to look out for one another but not letting our friends take unnecessary risks
